Happy Trails Stitchery Club
Bylaws
Article I – Name

Section 1 

The name of this organization shall be The Stitchery herein after referred to as the “Club.”

Article II – Purpose

Section 1
To provide residents (owners and renters) of Happy Trails Resort the opportunity to sew and learn using modern equipment and techniques.

Section 2
To establish policies for the safe and equitable use of any equipment owned by the Club.  To ensure the safe and careful use of the facility.
Section 3
To promote and encourage participation by all residents of Happy Trails in the programs and activities of the Club.

Section 4
To offer the Club’s expertise to any other Happy Trails Club that will aid that Club in the accomplishment of its own aims and purposes.

Article III – Membership

Section 1
All residents (owners and renters) of Happy Trails Resort are eligible for membership in the Club. Membership shall be obtained by paying dues.  Members whose dues are current are considered to be members in good standing.  Each member shall have one vote in the business of the Club.
Section 2
Members should actively support the purposes, activities, Bylaws, and Operating Procedures of the Club.
Section 3
Membership in the Club may terminate by: 
1) Voluntary withdrawal; 
2) Nonpayment of dues adopted by the Club; 
3) Violation of the provisions of these Bylaws; or 
4) Violation of the published rules, guidelines and regulations promulgated by HTCA or by this club.

Article IV – Meetings

Section 1
The Club may establish a schedule for periodic meetings, which will suit The Club’s current needs.

Section 2
Special meetings may be called by the President either on his/her own initiation or when required by written request of at least six (6) members of the Club. Such special meetings shall have at least three (3) days notice given to members.  Such notice shall provide the date, time and place of the meeting as well as the subject or subjects to be considered.

Section 3
An Annual Meeting shall be held in the month of February for the purpose of elections.  Notification of the meeting, date, time, and place shall be provided to the membership and the HTCA Activities Director at least three (3) days prior to the meeting.  Following this meeting an annual report shall be given to the HTCA Activities Director. In addition, an annual written accounting of all funds received and disbursed by the Club shall be given to the HTCA Activities Director. 
Section 4
A quorum shall consist of at least one officer and members of The Club in good standing that are in attendance at a regularly called meeting.
Article V – Dues, Assessments and Fundraising
Section 1
Annual dues may be adopted by the Club at its Annual Meeting and shall cover the period October 1st thru September 30th (fiscal year).  In no event shall the dues be anything other than a nominal amount, the minimum necessary to cover replacement, maintenance or operation of the equipment owned by the Club.  Dues shall be waived by approval of the Stitchery Board in the event that paying for such dues would work a hardship on a resident or in any way prevents such a resident from joining the Club.
Section 2
The Club may at any regularly scheduled or special meeting, agree to sponsor a fundraising project for a purpose deemed beneficial to its membership and to residents of Happy Trails Resort, subject to approval of the HTCA Board of Directors.
Article VI – Officers and their Duties

Section 1
The elected officers of the Club shall be:  President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  Officers may be resident owners or renters in good standing.  These officers will constitute the Executive Board, and may include the past-President.  The Executive Board may act on behalf of the membership, on such actions as deemed necessary, and shall be subject to ratification by the membership at its next regularly scheduled or special meeting.  

Section 2
Terms of office shall be for two years. Vacancies in any office may be filled by appointment by the President and approved by a majority of members at the next regularly scheduled meeting.  Officers will be limited to two consecutive terms in any single office.
Section 3:
Duties of Officers:

A. President: 
· Shall assume leadership of the Club, preside at all meetings of the Club, appoint all regular and special committees, and call special meetings, if required. 
· Shall be responsible for coordination with the HTCA Activities Director and other Clubs as needed. 
· Shall be responsible for assuring guidelines and rules for the Club’s activities have special safety or other requirements not specifically covered by these bylaws.

B. Vice President: 
· Shall assume the duties of the President if the President is unable to function as President.
· Shall perform such duties as requested by the President.
C. Secretary: 
· Shall take minutes of Club meetings, shall take attendance of Annual Meetings and shall be responsible for determining if a quorum exists at meetings. 
· Shall notify the HTCA Activities Director of all regularly scheduled meetings. 

· Shall notify the HTCA Activities Director of changes in the Club’s officers. 

· Shall provide the Club’s members and the HTCA Activities Director with a copy of the Club’s Rules or Guidelines.

D. Treasurer: 
· Shall collect all dues and assessments, distribute all funds, provide periodic financial reports, and an Annual Report.  The Treasurer shall provide a copy of the Annual Report to the HTCA Activities Director and have the books audited yearly.
Article VII – Committees

Section 1
Nominating Committee: Shall be appointed by the President thirty days before the Annual Meeting. The committee shall consist of at least three members and shall present at the Annual Meeting a slate of nominees for each office to be filled.

Section 2
Special or Standing Committees: The President may appoint standing committees as needed for the Club’s operation and may establish and appoint members of special committees for special projects as needed.
Section 3

Executive Committee: Shall be comprised of the elected officers of the Club, along with any others elected by the membership, or appointed by the President. In the event of an emergency, the Executive Committee may act on behalf of the membership: such actions shall be subject to ratification by the membership at its next regularly scheduled or special meeting.

Article VIII – Amendments

Section 1
Upon proposal by the The Stitchery Board, these Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the members in good standing attending a regularly scheduled or special meeting.

Section 2
Proposed changes to these Bylaws shall be explained and discussed at a regularly scheduled meeting of the membership at least thirty (30) days prior to voting on the amendments.
Section 3
Stitchery Operating Procedures shall be a separate document that can be modified as needed, thus not requiring, amendments to the Bylaws. 

Article X – Conflict of Documents
Section 1
In the case of any conflict between any part of these Bylaws or the Operating Procedures and the Declaration of Covenants, the Conditions and Restrictions of Happy Trails Resort, the Articles of Incorporation of Happy Trails Community Association, or the Bylaws of Happy Trails Community Association, that part of these Bylaws shall be inoperative.  The Club will immediately upon becoming aware of the conflict, take all necessary steps to bring these Bylaws into conformity with the above named documents.
Section 2

The Club’s Parliamentary Authority will be guided by “Robert’s Rules of Order” revised edition, in all areas not covered by these Bylaws. 

Article X – Dissolution

Section 1
On dissolution of the Club, all funds remaining in the treasury shall be distributed equally to all other Clubs of Happy Trails. No part of these funds shall inure or be distributed to the members of the Club.
Section 2
Any equipment loaned to the Club shall be returned to the lender. All other equipment purchased or given to the Club shall be given to the HTCA for use on behalf of all Happy Trails Residents.
